Happy Easter!

We are people of Easter, and Alleluia is our song. Easter is celebrated for fty consecutive days following Resurrection Sunday. On
Pentecost, we celebrate the coming of the Holy Spirit, who gathers us every Sunday to celebrate the triumph of life over death. In
other words, we celebrate Easter every Sunday when we come together for Mass.

The Resurrection of Christ is the most important liturgical celebration of the year. We rejoice and celebrate that Jesus rose from the
dead, and His Resurrection is the source of our hope in our own resurrection.

Here at the Basilica, we celebrate the Holy Tridium as a time of preparation for the
great celebration of Easter. The mysteries of Christ’s life that give life to the Church
remind us that, as Catholics, we do not simply remember what happened, but we
reenact those events that transformed our lives. On Holy Thursday, we celebrate
the Mass of the Last Supper and the washing of the feet, followed by Eucharistic
adoration until midnight.

On Good Friday, we pray the Stations of the Cross (Via Crucis), with hundreds of
faithful joining the procession. Later that same day, the Bishop of the Diocese
presides over the Veneration of the Cross, a deeply moving liturgy that invites us to
meditate on the nal words and last moments of Jesus before His death on the
Cross. That evening, we pray the Sorrowful Mysteries of the Rosary in union with
our Sorrowful Mother.

On Holy Saturday, we wait in silence and recollection, mindful that Jesus lies in the
tomb. There is stillness and mourning yet hope surrounds us. As night falls, we
begin the mother of all Liturgies, the Easter Vigil, with light, water, the Easter
candle, lilies, and joyful song. In this holy night, we proclaim that life has
triumphed over death. On Easter Sunday, people come with joy to participate in
Mass.

Please join us in the Novena of Masses we o er the nine days before Easter by
sending us the names of the people you want us to pray for. We will place your
cards on a basket at the bottom of the main altar and pray for those intentions.
Thank you in advance for your generous donations, which help us minister to the
thousands of pilgrims who come to the Basilica during Lent and Easter.
